Guidance Notes

Fees

The fee has been set at a level which is estimated to cover the Council’s cost of providing the service.  It is currently £531.36.  No discounts are available.

1.	Attempts to resolve the complaint

The evidence you submit about your attempts to resolve this matter must be recent i.e. within the last 3 months.

2.	Criteria for making a complaint

If you have answered no to any of the questions in this section we cannot consider your complaint and will return your form and fee.

3.	Grounds of complaint

Remember the complaint must relate only to a problem with the height of a hedge which is affecting light and/or outlook in relation to a residential property – the dwelling and/or its garden.  Issues regarding hedge width and/or roots are not covered by this legislation and such issues will not be considered.

4.	Additional information

You must supply a copy of an accurate plan drawn to a scale of either 1:500 or 1:200 showing the location of the hedge in relation to your property and its boundaries.  Mark the extent of the hedge you are concerned about as a cross hatched shape on the plan (see attached example).

You must also supply a photograph or photographs of the hedge taken from your property.

If you do not supply this information we cannot consider your complaint and will return your form and fee.

How we will deal with a valid complaint

(i)	We will arrange to visit your property and the property where the hedge is situated.
(ii)	We will not enter into a discussion with you or the owner of the hedge about the merits of the complaint but we may seek further information from either or both parties.
(iii)	We will take measurements in order to make an objective assessment of the affect on daylight and sunlight.
(iv)	We will also take into account the following factors in our assessment:-
· The benefit of the hedge in providing privacy and shelter
· The value of the hedge from a visual amenity point of view
· The potential effect on the health of the hedge of a proposal to reduce its height
(v)	We will make a decision to either issue a Remedial Notice requiring work to be done to the hedge or explain why we don’t consider this to be appropriate.  If we issue a notice it will set out specific requirements which may include ongoing management tasks and the reasons why these works are needed.  The Notice will include a timescale for compliance together with an explanation of appeal rights and penalties for failure to comply.

We aim to complete the process within 6 weeks but cannot guarantee this.  If you wish to check on progress contact the case officer whose name and contact details will be stated on the acknowledgement.
